Green Check Recognition Program spokesperson, Bill Steer said “Pathway Remodeling retains a third party auditor to monitor energy loss before a renovation begins and then implements another energy audit to ensure energy savings will be realized through their construction project.”  The third party is a licensed energy auditor, specializing in environmental evaluations for the residential market “For the consumer, the assurance of reducing heat loss is quantified and ensured,” said Mr. Steer.
Pathway Redmodeling  specializes in “retrofit” projects and undertakes approximately 50 projects per year.  Pathway Remodeling’s approach with customers is based on identifying environmental alternatives.  One example is the selection of “high-end” windows from a local manufacturer of windows and doors.
“Buying locally is good for the environment and Pathway Remodeling is fortunate to have Seymour Windows and Doors as a resource,” said Marc Udeschini, company owner.  “We also look for recycling sources with all materials taken out of a home. This means less disposable items to the landfill site and more reusable resources made available to community recycling resources such as Rebuilt Resources and Value Village.
The Green Check Recognition symbol will help consumers select services and products based on the environmental efforts of companies.  Mr. Steer said it is similar to the Health Check symbol on foodstuffs.  “Businesses and organizations are recognized for their commitment to Making A Difference Environmentally, the  Green Check’s MADE principle.”
