Making A Difference Environmentally

North Bay Transit has become recognized for its environmental efforts.  The Green Check Recognition Program has selected the municipal service for its progressive approach in “Making A Difference Environmentally.

“Moving forward to reducing the amount of environmental emissions, is the reason why the Green Check program salutes North Bay Transit ” said Green Check spokesperson, Bill Steer.  “Their initiatives include reducing fuel consumption, an educational approach to bus driving behaviour, electronic monitoring of bus performance and a community education program – to utililize the service.”
“Society is starting to make incremental changes and the bus transit service is recognized for their leadership in the community,” said Mr. Steer.  “It starts with the city’s Vehicle No Idling Policy and the transit’s program plan to incorporate fuel efficiency mechanical components and participation in a provincial fleet challenge.  More of us should utilize the service to move around the city.”  The city has 11 regular routes, including approximately 1 400 000 km of annual travel; recent re-routing has reduced the amount by 40 000 km.  On average, the life of maintaining a bus is more than 14 years.  
North Bay Councillor, Mike Anthony, Chair of Community Services business said, “The city’s bus service is moving forward with initiatives that will make a difference environmentally.  The public is encouraged to use the system and we are encouraging teachers and their students to take a bus ride, some children have never had the opportunity.”  He also said, “the municipality is committed to making incremental changes including reducing fuel consumption and emissions, these are our  priorities.”
